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Hear-and-Say Reading Teacher Guide

Remember! Great hear-and-say reading sessions always include:

« Introducing the title and author of the book. Point them out with your finger.
«” Asking the children what they think the story will be about based on the title and

cover.

«” Using each type of prompting question when planning your story times.

«” Following up your questions by acknowledging the children’s responses, expanding

on their ideas, and repeating key information.

Extension Activities:

Rewrite Mary, Mary with your class. For instance: Room 110, Room 110 extraordinary, how does

your garden grow? with and and and happy students all in a row.

If available, visit a nearby p-patch garden and look for what is growing. If possible, connect with a
garden “owner” for a tour.

Plant seeds! Grass grows fast. Peanuts (raw) take a while but are rewarding. Peas and flowers are
other good choices. Grow them in a class window and add watering to class jobs. Needed: cups,
soil, seeds, water.

Do a seed investigation. Get different types of seeds and put them out with magnifying glasses to
be investigated. Try to imagine what grows from each kind.

Create flower art. Below are two ideas using recycled materials (and paint). Either paint egg
cartons and add a straw/pipe cleaner/popsicle stick stem and pom-pom centers. You could also
cut up toilet paper tubes and bend to shape, and use as a stamp in paint.
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
